In 2010 Taking the Reins celebrates 12 years of service. The only
program of its kind in Los Angeles, Taking the Reins, through its
Riding Program and Learning Center Program added in 2004, offers
girls important and life-changing enrichment activities including the
opportunity to ride and care for horses, to practice creative arts,

to engage with nature and learn about healthy lifestyles, and to be
physically active in the outdoors within a structured/safe environment.

®  Girls from the program have graduated high school and been accepted
into major colleges such as the University of Chicago, UC Santa Cruz,
UCLA and UC Berkeley.

®  Since our inception in 1998, TTR has partnered with more than 20 LA
County nonprofit agencies; we continue to seek organizations, schools
(traditional and alternative) and other institutions interested in our unique
program services, in addition to program collaboration opportunities.

® In 2009/10 participating middle schools included: King (Echo Park/
Silver Lake/Hollywood), Virgil (Rampart) and Berendo (Pico-Union).

® Through corporate contributions, countless volunteer hours and
Taking the Reins staff support, in June 2009, the northwest area
of TTR’s urban farm was transformed into an Organic Garden.

® Taking the Reins, with an Ahmanson Foundation grant, published
Taking the Reins: Your Guide to Grabbing Life, a 100-page, fully-
illustrated, hands-on textbook featuring horse care and management
with creative exercises and discussion questions.

® In November 2008, Taking the Reins moved to its 2.5 acre permanent
home along the LA River.
